Val Hubbard, President, called the meeting to order and asked for discussion or 
recommendations for correction to the minutes for our June meeting.  There being none, 
Virginia Hauer made a motion that the minutes be accepted as is and the motion was seconded 
by Sue Simon.  The motion passed. 
  
Helle White, Treasurer, presented the changes in our financial standings since our last 
meeting.  Linda Slump made a motion that the treasurer’s report be accepted and Agnes 
Parentis seconded the motion which was passed by the members. 
  
In our attempt to gain approval as a 501(c)(3) non-profit organization, the IRS has required us 
to make certain changes to our Bylaws as detailed by Val Hubbard.  
  
President Valerie Hubbard announced that the Executive Committee had adopted a Resolution 
calling for a membership vote to re-state the Purpose of our organization, in both the Articles 
of Incorporation (Certificate of Formation) and the Guild Bylaws.  The proposed changes are 
required by the IRS in order to obtain tax exempt statues as a 501(c)(3).  She stated that the 
proposed changes were published in the monthly newsletter which was distributed to all 
members in the customary manner.  She then read the proposed changes as included below.

“The Internal Revenue Service has responded to our application for 501(c)(3) status as a not for profit corporation with a 
requirement that we amend the Purpose section of our Articles of Incorporation and Article II – Purpose of our bylaws.  
The IRS has provided specific wording for the Purpose. 
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“Our bylaws require approval by two-thirds of the members present at a monthly Garland Quilt Guild meeting to amend 
the bylaws. 

“The current Purpose is: 

“The corporation is organized for the following pur pose or purposes:  Charitable and not for profit 
corporation bringing people together who share a co mmon love of quilting and enabling them to 
participate in community service projects which ben efit those in need while preserving a rich heritage  and 
exploring new expressions of the art of quilting.  The further purposes are to promote education in th e art 
of quilting and making quilts to donate to orphanag es, hospitals, hospices, nursing facilities, USA se rvice 
men and similar beneficiaries. 

“The proposed Purpose is: 

“Said organization is organized exclusively for cha ritable, religious, educational, and scientific pur poses, 
including, for such purposes, the making of distrib utions to organizations that qualify as exempt 
organizations under section 501(c )(3) of the Inter nal Revenue Code, or corresponding section of any 
future federal tax code.” 

Bylaws Chairman Carole Harp then distributed the ballots and the members were asked to vote on the proposed changes.  

Following the meeting program, Chairman Harp reported the following on the membership vote regarding the proposed changes:  
Changes to the Bylaws require approval by two-thirds of the members present at a regular guild meeting. 

Of 75 members present, 67 ballots were received and the recommended changes were approved by a vote of 64 to 3.  There being 
more than two thirds of the members approving the new wording, the item was approved.  Marsha Meeks, 501(c)(3) Representative, 
was directed to file the appropriate paperwork with the Texas Secretary of State to Restate the Guild’s Certificate of Formation with 
this new amendment.  

The Bylaws will be amended in accordance with members’ vote. 
  
Gay Spears, Librarian explained that all books in the library are now in alphabetical order by author.  She encouraged members to 
take advantage of the books available (270) by checking out at least two books each month.  She has forms available to simplify check 
out and stated that she could even give you a call as a reminder when they are due.  She is available before and after all guild 
meetings. 
  
Dan and Sheryl Chenault are the new Historians.  Dan will be taking pictures and Sheryl will be doing the scrapbook.  Sheryl asked 
that everyone stop by the entry desk to identify people included in pictures that she does not know. 
  
Vicki Isenhour, Secret Pal Coordinator, said that several new members have joined the Secret Pal group.   Vicki is  also selling Guild 
Pins (for $5 each) and suggested that everyone purchase a pin if you do not already have one, and wear the pin and your Garland Quilt 
Guild T-shirt to the TAQG Rally day this Saturday (July 11).   
  
Carla Vaughn, Membership Chairman, said that we had 83 in attendance with three new members:  Tammie Bivins, Beverly Wray, 
and Gail Perry.   
  
The Garland Quilt Guild was asked to contribute a door prize for Rally Day and a large travel tote bag has been filled with tools, 
tips and lots of quilting goodies.  Val Hubbard showed a few of the items in the bag and hopes that all will attend so that maybe 
someone from Garland would be lucky enough to win the bag. 
  
Mary Jane Burton has placed a cup at the entry table and is requesting that everyone drop loose change (or folding money) in the cup 
to be used to purchase pancake mix and/or syrup for the Presbyterian Church.  
  
Agnes Parentis, Vice President, presented our guest speaker, Joan Howes (mother of our own Denise Bartosh) who is not only a 
quilter but a certified appraiser.  Her topic was Quilts through the Years and she displayed many quilts from different eras of quilting.  
Members modeled jackets made by Joan.  She will be presenting a workshop for making the jackets on August 8.
